FPB ADVISES THE PUBLIC NOT TO SHARE THE VIDEO ADVOCATING FOR HATRED AGAINST ISLAM AND THE MUSLIM RELIGION
 
2 March 2025, Centurion. The Film and Publication Board (FPB) has noted with concern the video clip on the YouTube platform, which advocates hatred against Islam and the Muslim religion, and that constitutes incitement to cause harm.  The video clip falsely projects Allah as a demon and that Muhammad is possessed by demons.
 
The content of the video clip and the sharing thereof by any member of the public, is in contravention with Section 18H of the Films and Publications Act, 1996 (Act No. 65 of 1996) as amended, (FP Act) which prohibits the distribution of content (video or photo) which amount to advocacy of hatred that is based on identifiable group characteristics, and that constitutes incitement to cause harm. Section 24G states that everyone who is found guilty of distributing such content shall be liable for a fine of up to R150 000 or up to 2 (two) years imprisonment or to both a fine and such imprisonment.

By the powers entrusted in it, the FPB has engaged YouTube through Google to take down the said video clip from their platform.  Internally, the FPB shall monitor the take-down by digital platforms to ensure that no further dissemination or distribution by the public occurs.  Members of the public are advised not to share, re-post, or distribute the said video in any form because they will equally be guilty for the dissemination or distribution of prohibited content as defined in the FP Act, thus being held liable for penalties prescribed by the Act.
